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About Us 
 

Greenplay Northwest was founded in 2013 by a group of mothers and educators 
interested in bringing nature immersion opportunities to southeast King County. 
This group saw the need for a program that gave their children the opportunity to 
play, unhurried and unstructured, in the natural environment. In alignment with the 
growing body of research indicating that time spent outdoors bolsters children’s 
learning and is protective of their health and social-emotional well-being, an all-
outdoors program was piloted with 12 children and families in partnership with the 
Lake Wilderness Arboretum in Maple Valley, with great success and enthusiastic 
support from the community.

To connect young children and their families to the splendor of the natural world, 
through advocacy, education, and environmental stewardship. 

 
Communities We Serve 

 

Greenplay Northwest provides nature-based early learning programs and services 
to the communities of Maple Valley, Hobart, Ravensdale, Enumclaw, Auburn, 
Kent, Covington, Renton, Issaquah, and Spokane, WA. Our reach includes young 
children ages 0-6 and their parents and caregivers.  
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Our Program and Services 
 
Nature-Based Early Learning Programs:  
 
With a focus on child-directed play and emergent learning, we offer three half-day 
early learning programs; one located at the Lake Wilderness Arboretum in Maple 
Valley, the other in partnership with a 10-acre permaculture farm on the Enumclaw 
Plateau, and our newest location in Spokane at the Urban Eden Farm. All of our 
programs take place entirely outdoors from May-September.  
 
We offer weekly Summer Nature Camps during the months of June, July, and 
August, with the primary intention of promoting healthy risk-taking and nature play. 
 
Parent/Caregiver Programs: 
 
We offer seasonal Parent-Child classes, serving children ages 18 months-3 years 
along with their parents or relative caregivers. We developed this 10-week play-
based program to support reflective parenting, help families tune into the natural, 
gentle rhythms of nature, and nurture young children’s senses.    
 
This year we also launched the Back to Her Roots Motherhood program, a 10-week 
parent support program for mothers experiencing post-partum depression, 
isolation, and challenges in their relationship with their children.  
 
Community Events:  
 
Since 2014, we have been organizing an Annual Community Harvest Festival. This 
event was created with young children in mind and is a morning of sensory friendly 
fun for all. We partner with environmental organizations, educators, musicians, 
farmers, as well as civic partners. Last year, we had over 300 families and 500 
children join us for a beautiful morning in the meadow.  
 
Community Services: 
 
We recognize that there are social and economic disparities which create barriers 
for some families and children to access nature. With this in mind, we have 
developed a resource program called ‘Boots for All’ to provide homeless and low 
income families with quality rain and winter gear, along with educational materials 
promoting nature play.
